Scholarship funds are raised through a 50/50
raffles and a small entrance fee for the tournament, with scholarship money being managed
through the USBC (formerly ABC/WIBC Association) Smart Fund.

This season was the first year of the Baker Match scoring system. There are 5 athletes on a
team, each athlete bowls two frames each game, bower 1 bowls frame 1 and 6, bowler 2 bowls
frame 2 and 7, and so on. We bowl a total of 7 games per match and bowl 2 matches during
each competition.

In the Baker Match format the stats are kept for each bowler on a frame fill rate for strikes and
spares, with the top 5 bowlers in the league being advanced to the State Individual Tournament,
which this year is being held in Weston, March 5™ i 7".  Matt Alsmo was the OHS leader
finishing with a 72% fill rate. Matt finished in 18" place out of 56 bowlers in the league.
